
f)	 Representatives from specific segments of the community, such as the elderly, minority 
populations, non-English speakers, and local media executives. 

g)	 Medical Reserve Corps and Community Emergency Response Team representation (MRC & 
CERT) 

Section 2. The Council may at its discretion invite additional members to join the Council when 
such addition is in the best interest of the Council as determined by a majority vote of the members. 

Section 3. Voting Rights. Each initial member and each additional member shall be entitled to one 
(I) vote on any and all matters coming before the Council. Such a vote shall be exercised by a 
representative of the organization in attendance at any regular or special meeting of the Council. 

ARTICLE VII - Officers 

Section 1. The officers of the Council shall be a Chair and Vice-Chair. 

Section 2. The Council shall elect the Chair of the Council Bi-annuaJly and the initial Chair shall be 
elected at the first official meeting of the Council. 

ARTICLE VIII - Meetings 

Section 1. Regular meetings of the Council shall be held at the County Emergency Operations 
Center, 100 Gracedale Avenue, Nazareth, at the date and time selected by the members of the 
Council. 

Section 2. The Council shall determine when the annual meeting will be held for the purpose of 
electing officers, receiving annual reports, and conducting any other annual business that may arise. 

Section 3. A special meeting may be held upon the call of the Chairman or on the written request of 
any four (4) members of the Council. The purpose of the meeting shall be set Forth in the notice. 

Section 4. Public notice is required 14 days prior to a regularly scheduled meeting through suitable 
advertising designed to inform interested parties. Public notice of a special meeting shall be given at 
least 7 days in advance. 

Section 5. One half of the active membership shall constitute a quorum. 

Section 6. Meetings are subject to Pennsylvania Sunshine Act and the Right-to-Know Law. Any 
members of the public shall at any public meeting be given the opportunity to present proposals, 
relevant points-oF-view or objections to the Council. 

Section 7. The Council will be responsible to see that minutes of the meetings are taken and 
forwarded to each Council member prior to the next regular meeting. Agendas shall be prepared and 
distributed to members in advance of any regularly scheduled meetings. 

ARTICLE IX - Parliamentary Authority 

The rules contained in the Modern Edition of Robert's Rules of Order shall govern the Council in all cases 
except where they are not consistent with these bylaws or any special rules of order the Council may adopt. 



ARTICLE X - Amendments 

The By-Laws may be amended at any regular or special meeting of the Council by a majority vote of all 
members, provided that previous notice of the amendment change was given to all members at least seven 
days in advance. 
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
